Reindeer with Lights Card

Stamps

Reindeer stamp from Sheet # XMFSO1 -
X-mas theme (SI)

Paper

5 %" x 10 ¥2" light green cardstock, scrap of
white cardstock (at least 4 ¥4” x 4 %" and
compatible with Copic Markers), scrap of light
green cardstock, decorative scrapbooking
papers (one piece 5 1/4” x 5 ¥4 and some
scraps)

Inks

Tuxedo Black Memento (SI), Inkssentials
opaque White pen, Silver Sakura Gelly Roll
pen, Copic Markers in the following colors -
O(Blender), E11, E21, E51, E99, BOOO, B29,
R29, GO5, Y06, Y21, YR68, W1, N3
Accessories

Christmas tree sticker, Christmas quote
sticker, adhesive of your choice, scissors

Instructions
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Fold 5 ¥4” x 10 %2” light green cardstock in half.
This card will open at the bottom.
On the inside of the card, use adhesive to attach the 5 1/4” x 5 ¥4”
decorative scrapbooking paper to the top panel. Attach scraps of paper
to the bottom of the lower panel for trim.
Stamp the reindeer image on the scrap of white cardstock.
Color the image with Copic Markers. In this example, the antlers were
colored with E51 and Y21. The reindeer was colored by blending the E
pens. The lights were colored using R29, B29, GO5, YO6, and YR68. The
reindeer’s nose was colored in with the N3 pen.
Add highlights to the light bulbs with the white opaque pen.
Color in the ends of the light bulbs with the silver Gelly Roll pen.
Cut out the image and set aside.
Using the scrap of light green cardstock cut a piece measuring 6v4” x 1”.
Fold as indicated in picture below. Fold into a rectangle, and glue
together.
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Use adhesive on the short side where you glued the rectangle together.
Attach in the middle of the bottom panel at the top. Adhere the long side
to the bottom-center of the top panel.

Use your adhesive to attach the image to the front of the rectangle.
Apply Christmas quote sticker to the bottom panel.

Shut the card. Apply the Christmas tree sticker to the front panel of the
card. Attach scraps of paper to the bottom of the front panel for trim.
