Supplies

Stamps
Santa stamp from Sheet # XMFS01 - X-mas theme (SI)
Paper
5½” x 8½” red cardstock, 5” square white cardstock compatible 
with Copic markers
Inks
Tuxedo Black Memento (SI), Copic Markers in the following colors 
– E13, E51, E59, R17, R20, R24, R29, R39, YR000, Y11, G05, 
100, C1, C3, N5   
Accessories
adhesive of your choice, 4½” circle template, scissors or craft 
knife, silver Sakura Gelly Roll pen, Inkssentials opaque white pen, 
holly and berries stickers 

Project Skill Level: Beginner

Instructions

1. Fold 5½” x 8½” red cardstock in half.  This card will have a top fold.
2. Stamp the image on the white cardstock using the Memento ink.  
3. Color the image with Copic Markers.  In this example, R17 and R29 were used for the hats and outfits.  One Santa’s 
 helper was colored with the E13 for skin and E59 for hair.  The other Santa’s helper was colored with E51 skin and Y11 
 hair.  The girls’ boots and Santa’s mittens with colored using N5.   Use the 100 marker for Santa’s boots, belt, and 
 buttons.  The silver Gelly Roll pen was used on the buckles.  Santa’s face was colored with YR000.  His cheeks were 
 colored with R20.  The holly was colored with G05; and the berries with R17, R24, and R29.  Use the C1 to show a 
 shadow for Santa and his helpers.  The ground was colored with the C3 marker.
4. Use the 4½” circle template to cut an arch around the text of the colored image.  Trim the sides and bottom of the 
 colored image.
5. Use the adhesive to attach the colored image to the middle of the red cardstock. 
6. Apply the holly and berry stickers to the top corners of the card.
